GENERAL INFORMATION

Purpose of the University of Scouting Program — The “University of Scouting” is a training opportunity for all adult
volunteer Scouters in the Gateway Area Council. The “College of Cub Scouting Science”, the “College of Boy Scouting
Science” and “College of High Adventure” offer enhanced training opportunities beyond Basic Leader Training.

Pre-Registration is a MUST — The anticipated large attendance requires advance scheduling. To ensure the best
possibility of attending your desired courses, early registration is essential. All registrations received at the Gateway Area
Council on or before Friday, October 26, 2018 will be included in the master schedule of courses, and you will receive a
personal schedule upon arrival at the University of Scouting. Registrations received after the deadline, or walk-in
registrations at the door, will receive course assignments based on availability of space and instructors. Due to time
constraints, walk-ins may be unable to complete registration in time to attend a course scheduled for the first session
period.

Courses are subject to instructor availability and are subject to change.

Opening and Closing Ceremony — There will be a short opening ceremony for all participants. Also plan to
attend the closing ceremony at days’ end. All earned degrees will be awarded at the Closing Ceremony. These
informational and meaningful sessions will give a boost to your already uncontainable enthusiasm!

Event Cancellation/Refund Policy — In case of inclement weather, a decision to cancel the University of
Scouting program will be made prior to 5:00 p.m. Friday, November 2, 2018. If the University program is
cancelled, you may choose to obtain a partial refund by submitting a written request to Gateway Area Council
prior to October 26, 2018. The amount of the refund will be determined after administrative costs and
encumbered expenses are paid. Refunds will be mailed by the end of November.

Trading Post — A Trading Post will be available prior to opening ceremonies and during lunch to purchase
Scouting memorabilia, BSA literature, including most “in print” material referenced in University of Scouting
courses.

Cubmaster and Assistant Cubmaster Position Specific Training: This course is intended to provide
Cubmasters and assistant Cubmasters with the information and tools they need to successfully lead a
Cub Scout pack. Cubmasters and assistants who complete this training and Youth Protection training are
considered trained for both positions.

AL412

Reflections: Learn how to make teaching the meaning of the Scout Law a natural element of you
meeting.

AL512

Scouting is a Safe Place: Unit leaders should be Youth Protection trained and also understand how to
prevent bullying and be prepared to deal with it proactively and thoughtfully.

1) be fully trained in your current registered leader position

4) must take classes on PH.D. Thesis (DD601& DD602)
5) be registered leader for the previous 3 years
6) complete a Doctoral level designated training event as a participant approved by your Advisor, which may
include:
i. Wood Badge
ii. Philmont Training Center
iii. National Camp School
iv. Any Regional or National Course Directors Training or Course approved by your Advisor

Doctorate of Commissioner Science Knot Award

Course approximately 2 hours

Purpose: To recognize completion of a standardized program leading to the completion of a thesis or project
and the award of the Doctorate of Commissioner Science from a College of Commissioner Science.

Doctorate Program: The Prerequisite is a University of Scouting Master Degree.

Attendance at a future University of Scouting and submission of a completed thesis are
required to receive your degree.

Doctoral Project: ~ Course will cover an introduction to the thesis project, how to select and research a topic,
and what constitutes a good project.

Doctoral Thesis: Course will cover developing an outline, getting help for writing the thesis, and an
explanation of the advisory and approval process.

Thesis or Project
A thesis or project on any topic of value to Scouting in the local council must be completed.

The topic and final paper or project must be approved by the council commissioner, or assigned

assistant council commissioner, or the Dean of the doctorate program and the staff advisor for
commissioner service.



CUB SCOUT TRAININGS

BALOO - Basic Adult Leader Outdoor Orientation
March 15" & 16% 2019

Basic Adult Leader Outdoor Orientation (BALOO) is a Two-day fraining event that introduces leaders
and parents to the skills needed to plan and conduct pack outdoor activities, particularly pack camping.
Leaders and parents will understand the importance of the program intent, Youth Protection guidelines,

health and safety, site selection, age-appropriate activities, and sufficient adult participation.

BOY SCOUT TRAININGS

This training is tailored to scoutmasters and assistant scoutmasters; troop committee
members and other adults who expect to play a supportive role in the success of a
troop. This 4-hour course covers the role of the scoutmaster in a youth-led troop, the
outdoor and advancement programs, and planning and troop administration.
