For Boy Scouting...

Square Knot for Volunteer Unit Organizers

The new William D. Boyce New-Unit Award recognizes
volunteers who organize one or more new traditional units.
Celebrating Boyce's organizing spirit, the award consists of a
silver square knot on a background of yellow, green, and red—
representing the traditional Scouting programs' colors.

Award Requirements

1. With the approval of the district | Husiimmmm i
committee  chair, serve as the
organizer and complete the successful organization of one
new traditional unit.

2. Organize the unit by following all procedures as published
in the New Unit Organization Process, No. 34196, ensuring
that new unit leadership is trained, program is organized
and begun, the new unit committee is functioning, a unit
commissioner is assigned, all paperwork is processed, and
the unit charter is presented to the chartered organization.

3. Only one volunteer can be recognized as the organizer for
each new unit.

4. Three program devices can be earned and worn on the new-
unit organizer knot for each additional new traditional unit
organized. Each program device represents the type of unit
organized. Multiple program devices from the same
program may be earned and worn.

5. The new-unit organization award recognizes volunteers for
organizing traditional units.

Recognition items in addition to the square knot include a new-

unit organizer certificate and lapel pin.

Several years ago a group of men, leaders of Scouts, assembled in the mountains near Sacramento for
Wood Badge training. This experience, where men camp out and live as do the Scouts they teach, is a
most interesting one. They cook and then eat—burned eggs! They hike the rugged trails which age
invariably makes more steep. They sleep on rocky ground. They gaze again at heaven’s galaxies.

This group provided its own reward. After days of being deprived, they feasted on a delicious meal
prepared by a professional chef who joined them at the end of their endurance trail. Tired, hungry, a bit
bruised after their renewal experience, one asked the chef why he was always smiling and why each year
he returned at his own expense to cook the traditional meal for Scouting’s leaders in that area. He placed
aside the skillet, wiped his hands on the white apron which graced his rotund figure, and told the men this
experience. Dimitrious began:

“I was born and grew to boyhood in a small village in Greece. My life was a happy one until World War
II. Then came the invasion and occupation of my country by the Nazis. The freedom-loving men of the
village resented the invaders and engaged in acts of sabotage to show their resentment.

“One night, after the men had destroyed a hydroelectric dam, the villagers celebrated the achievement and
then retired to their homes.”

Dimitrious continued: “Very early in the morning, as I lay upon my bed, I was awakened by the noise of
many trucks entering the village. I heard the sound of soldiers’ boots, the rap at the door, and the
command for every boy and man to assemble at once on the village square. I had time only to slip into my
trousers, buckle my belt, and join the others. There, under the glaring lights of a dozen trucks, and before
the muzzles of a hundred guns, we stood. The Nazis vented their wrath, told of the destruction of the dam,
and announced a drastic penalty: every fifth man or boy was to be summarily shot. A sergeant made the
fateful count, and the first group was designated and executed.”

Dimitrious spoke more deliberately to the Scouters as he said: “Then came the row in which I was
standing. To my horror, I could see that I would be the final person designated for execution. The soldier
stood before me, the angry headlights dimming my vision. He gazed intently at the buckle of my belt. It
carried on it the Scout insignia. I had earned the belt buckle as a Boy Scout for knowing the Oath and the
Law of Scouting. The tall soldier pointed at the belt buckle, then raised his right hand in the Scout sign. |
shall never forget the words he spoke to me: ‘Run, boy, run!’ I ran. I lived. Today I serve Scouting, that
boys may still dream dreams and live to fulfill them.” (As told by Peter W. Hummel.)

Dimitrious reached into his pocket and produced that same belt buckle. The emblem of Scouting still
shone brightly. Not a word was spoken. Every man wept. A commitment to Scouting was renewed.

It has been said, “The greatest gift a man can give a boy is his willingness to share a part of his life with
him.” To leaders who build bridges to the hearts of boys, to parents of Scouts, and to Scouts everywhere,
I salute you

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Troop Open Houses
Recent focus group studies of 11-year-old boys revealed most would
consider joining a troop if invited by a friend. One successful way to
encourage boys to invite their friends is to conduct a troop open house.
An open house has three essential steps:

Set up a campsite display wherever boys gather, ideally at
their school. Tents, hiking gear, and a cobbler cooking
on a camp stove will attract the natural curiosity of most
any fifth- or sixth-grader. When you show the outdoor
gear, you are selling the "outing" in Scouting that inter-
ests boys. No formal sales pitch is necessary. Simply
explain the gear, offer a sample of food, and share some
photos of troop outings. Make sure each boy gets a flier
with the date, time, and place of the open house. Ask
each boy to fill out a high-adventure survey to obtain
follow-up information.

Follow up by phoning and inviting parents to a meeting
about how to join the troop. Refer to how the completed
high-adventure survey indicates the boy is interested in
the troop's activities. The call also serves as a reminder,
in case the boy lost the flier. Emphasize that the boy and
a parent should attend and be sure they know the date,
time, and location of the open house.

Tip: To improve meeting attendance, ask current members to per-
sonally invite boys who completed the survey to the meeting.

Roll out the red carpet for the open house and make visitors
feel welcome and wanted. Give parents an orientation of
the troop's activities and the values of Scouting. Take
the boys to another location and play an action game or
teach them a new skill. Get new boys to attend an excit-
ing outing as soon as possible. Boys join with the prom-
ise of fun and adventure. Some troops even use an out-
door activity in conjunction with their open houses to
give guests a good taste of Scouting.

The open house adds new members and provides opportunities for
troops to gain more adult leadership. Surveys show that most parents do
not know the age requirement to be a Scout or how to join a troop. The
open house is a proven method for educating parents about Scouting and
enabling boys to join.
